REF: PUBLIC LITIGATION AGAINST CHILUBA IN THE INTEREST OF THE PEOPLE

Following the acquittal of former president Chiluba by a lower court, Women for Change and indeed most Zambians feel justice has not been done in this matter although we respect the court’s decision. We are disappointed with the outcome of the case and demand that other routes be considered in the quest for justice. 
Therefore, as Women for Change, on behalf of ourselves and the poor rural communities of Zambia, we demand that your office institutes an appeal against the acquittal of former president Chiluba in the High Court, and that you make your position known by Wednesday, 26th August 2009, or we will seek judicial review on this matter. 
This appeal must be done as quickly as possible in public interest and on behalf of the people of Zambia as owners of the wealth which was abused.

We would appreciate if this appeal can be lodged in before the end of next week, the 28th August 2009.
We also demand that the task force be helped to fast track the pending cases against Mr. Chiluba and his co accused.  In addition we would like the London Judgement to be registered in our courts of law.

Failure to deal with these issues through your good office will leave us with no option but to initiate litigation in the public interest.
We will, in addition, carry out public and international campaigns until the due process of the law is concluded.
We sincerely hope that this matter will be attended to with the urgency it deserves.
